Ten Safety Tips for this 4th of July 
 

1) Be sure fireworks are legal in your area before using or buying 
them. 

2) Always have an adult supervise fireworks activities and never 
allow children to play with or ignite fireworks. Sparklers alone 
account for one quarter of emergency room fireworks injuries. 

3) If you set off fireworks, keep a bucket of water handy in case 
of malfunction or fire. 

4) If fireworks malfunction, donôt relight them! Douse and soak 
them with water then throw them away. 

5) Never ignite fireworks in a container, especially one that is 
glass or metal. 

6) Use your grill well away from your home and deck railings, and 
out from under branches or overhangs. 

7) Open your gas grill before lighting. 

8) Periodically remove grease or fat buildup in trays below your 
gas or propane grill so it cannot be ignited. 

9) Declare a three-foot "kid and pet-free zone" around the grill to 
keep them safe. 

10) Avoid loose clothing that can catch fire when cooking on the 
grill.

Kitchen Usage Guidelines 
 

Use of the Kitchen Facility must be approved by the Board 
of Elders! 
 

1. Any utensils, glasses or dishes used, should be washed, dried 
and replaced in cabinets or drawers. 

2. Do not leave any left over food or open food containers, in the 
refrigerator.  If not picked up within 48 hours it will be thrown 
away.  Be sure to put your name and date on each item. 

3. Drinks open in the refrigerator should be dated and identified.  
After two weeks they may be thrown away. 

4. Condiments should be dated when opened.  After one month 
they may be discarded.  If you open a new container, please 
discard the old container. 

5. Left over ñcleanò dishes will be left in a basket in the kitchen.  
Pick up your dishes as soon as possible. 

6. At the end of each use of kitchen, empty all garbage cans and 
replace with a new garbage bag. 

7. Sweep and mop the floors in the kitchen, clean and wipe down 
tables and vacuum the fellowship hall. Do these things as 
needed.   

8. Return tables and chairs to their previous arrangement. 
9. If linens or dishcloths are used, wash and return to proper lo-
cation.
